Women’s T20 World Cup Headingley Cricket Stadium Trip: Wednesday 17 June 2026
Following the recent expression of interest process, I am pleased to confirm that STUDENT FIRSTNAME has been allocated a place on the PE trip to Headingley Cricket Stadium to watch Australia take on Bangladesh in the Women’s T20 Cricket World Cup on Wednesday 17th June 2026.
