UPCOMING TRANSITION INFORMATION

As we are now in the Summer Term, I would like to take this opportunity to provide you with details about our planned Transition Bootcamp.

For all the Transition Bootcamp days, students should wear their Primary School uniform (Y6 leavers hoodies are acceptable) and bring with them their pencil case and water bottle. 

For all Transition Bootcamp Days, please ensure that your child is dropped off outside school for 08:15 where they will be greeted and directed to their Group Leader in the Lecture Theatre. To alleviate any worries your child may have about locating you at the end of the day, we request that you use our parking facilities. Alternatively, your child may wish to walk or catch the school bus home. You do not need to let us know what the end of day arrangements for your child are.  It is worthy of note that this is also the end of the day for the whole school so would advise you arrive early as the site gets very busy.

If your child requires any ongoing medication such as Asthma inhalers, EpiPens please do ensure that they bring this with them for all Transition Bootcamp Days. 

BOOTCAMP DAY 1
Tuesday 30 June from 08:20 to 14:50
We are looking forward to welcoming students for their first Bootcamp Day.  On Bootcamp Day 1, your child will be supplied with a drink and snack for breaktime, but they will need to bring a packed lunch with them for lunchtime.  We request that no nut products are included in packed lunches as we do have students with severe, airborne nut allergies in school.  

During this first Transition Day, we will take the opportunity to complete biometric scanning which will allow students to access the cashless catering system in operation at PGS. Consent for biometric scanning formed part of the Home School Agreement/Data Collection Form that has been completed. If you did not provide consent for biometric scanning, a PIN will be issued to your child.

BOOTCAMP DAY 2
Wednesday 1 July from 08:20 to 14:50
Our second Bootcamp Day will enable students to experience a real ‘day in the life’ of a PGS student.  Your child will follow a timetable for the day, full of exciting taster lessons and find their own way around school. During day 2, students will also get the opportunity to meet their Mentor.
Your child will have the opportunity to purchase food and drink from school at both break and lunchtime. If students prefer to bring their own snacks and packed lunch, they can do so. 


BOOTCAMP DAY 3
Thursday 2 July from 08:20 to 14:50
Following on from Day 2, students will continue to experience a day of timetabled lessons. Students will once again have the opportunity to find their way around school, have time to socialise with other students and have the opportunity to purchase food and a drink at break and lunchtimes. If students prefer to bring their own snacks and packed lunch, they can do so. 

Our cashless system is supported by the ParentPay app.  You will receive your log in details for this in July 2026.  We will allow your child to buy food at break and lunchtimes as detailed above with the understanding that your account will be in debit and this balance will need to be paid as well as putting money on the account for future purchases.  

Students will be in their mentor groups rather than their primary school class, for all three transition days. We have found it to be hugely beneficial to be in mentor groups rather than school groups, as this means that students will have even more opportunity to get to know their new peers and start to form new friendships ahead of their start in September. Students will still have the opportunity to socialize with their current primary school classmates at breaks and lunchtimes. 

We are currently finalising mentor and house groups, once these are confirmed we will share this with you, and this will be shared prior to the Transition Bootcamp.

A polite reminder to order your child’s uniform and PE kit.  We will inform you of your child’s House prior to the transition bootcamp so you can order the relevant coloured tie for September.
